· Secretary’s Report: Dawn Frese
· Motion was made by Janet Prior and seconded by Jill Burgason to approve the minutes of the May meeting. Motion was approved.

· Treasure’s Financial Report:  Ed O’Reilly
· Ed shared and explained the finance report. We currently have $8292.15 in total assets with a few minor outstanding debts. Motion was made by Ginger Bidish and seconded by Janet Prior to approve the financial report. Motion was approved.
· It was discussed that we change our by-laws to allow just one signature on checks.  This is the current practice and it makes issuing checks much more efficient. Our financial records are audited each spring, so this allows for checks and balances.  Motion was made by Jill Burgason and seconded by Deb Ackerman to change our by-laws to allow just one signature on checks. Motion was made by Dawn Frese and seconded by Ginger Bidish to table the motion until next meeting to allow all Drama Booster Members to be informed of the change. Motion was approved.

· Concessions: Janet Prior
· We had plenty of help with Zink concessions, both working the tables and donating baked goods.
· We made a profit of approximately $177, which is low. However, this may be due to the lower attendance at the show.
· Candy and water bottles were donated and will be used for the upcoming Improv Night and for Leading Ladies.
· Zink: The Myth, The Legend, The Zebra
· The show went well and was very well received by the audiences.

· Ticket sales were 180 for Friday, 112 for Saturday, and 181 for Sunday.  Saturday’s low attendance may have been due to the incorrect time in the paper.

· The safari for the children after the matinees was successful. It did not raise significant money, but the children and parents were very happy and appreciative.

· The students involved in the play raised approximately $70+ among themselves for Zach, the area boy undergoing chemo. They are hoping to make arrangements to visit him in costume to present the donation and give him a certificate making him an honorary zebra.
· Leading Ladies

· The show has been cast and they have done the first read-through.
· It is a very funny show and will run approximately 2 hours in length.

· They hope to have the show screened to perform at the state conference in March.

· Costumes will be a challenge, as will the sets because they must be able to travel.

· A wish list for costumes, props, and set will be sent out through the email list soon.

· Performances will be taking place on the front of the stage and in room 70.  Various other demonstrations and clinics will be taking place around the school.  Most of this will be free.
· Drama Boosters will need to provide volunteers for crowd control and general overseeing our activities.

· It was noted that publicity and promotions falls under the description of Vice President. Since there have been 3 Co-VP’s in the past, it was suggested that a Publicity Committee be formed to assist current VP Jill Burgason.
· Rebecca Hamilton volunteered both time and ideas. She has also recruited another drama parent to help.
· Janet Prior asked Mrs. Vance and Mr. Crawford for a Wish List. Items mentioned included Fly Lines, additional Wireless Mics, and a Remote Microphone System.  Since the latter item would benefit the entire school, she encouraged them to apply for a PTO Grant.
