· Welcome: Janice Roman

· Everyone took a turn introducing themselves to make new members feel welcome.
· Secretary’s Report: Dawn Frese
· Motion was made and seconded to move approval of May minutes until next month, as copies were not available.  Motion was approved unanimously.
· Treasure’s Financial Report:  Ed O’Reilly
· Last year’s financial report was shared and explained. Motion was made and seconded to approve last year’s financial report. Motion was approved unanimously.
· Yearly financial reports are audited by the Hilliard BOE.  Two officers must check that all paperwork is in order.  This was completed by Ed O’Reilly and Dawn Frese.
· Ed mentioned that our by-laws read that we need two signatures on our checks.  This is not currently done.  We need to decide whether to begin following this procedure (which would delay checks) or change the by-laws. It was noted that since the BOE is done yearly, two signatures should not be needed. Motion was made and seconded to change the by-laws. A second motion was made to table the vote until our next meeting. Motion was approved unanimously.
· Given the financial situation of our district and the upcoming levy, Ed suggested continue to fundraise aggressively and use caution with our expenditures.

· Diana noted that it is her understanding that we can fund expenses that may be cut from the district budget for drama, as long as it meets our by-laws.

· Zink: The Myth, The Legend, The Zebra
· The show is October 7th at 7pm and October 8th and 9th at 2pm.

· A description of the story is available at http://davidsontheatre.com/Productions and Diana notes that, because the main character dies of cancer at the end of the show, it would be suitable for ages 8 and above.

· There are 30+ students involved with this production.

· The set is well underway.

· We are going to need help with costumes, as we have 26 zebras as well as other creatures.

· Diana shared that a portion of ticket sales will be donated to the Central Ohio Chapter of the Leukemia and Lymphoma Society.

· Dawn shared information about a local 8-year old boy currently undergoing chemo and participating in the CureSearch walk. His name is Zach, and she suggested the students might “adopt” him and make him an honorary zebra by collecting money to donate to CureSearch. This would give the students a real connection to the play they are performing. Diana will share the idea with the drama club officers.

· Dawn will contact the Columbus Zoo to see if they would donate passes or other items to be used in our raffle baskets or as prizes for the safari.  We would also like them to advertise the show in their member or employee newsletters.

· Janet Prior has sent information to the Hilliard Girl Scout service unit to see if they are interested in using the Commons area to complete the requirements for the Zink badge. This would be done before the show, with the hope that they would then attend the show.  Our only role would be to provide some assistance (adult or student) during the activity.

· We will be having a Safari after both matinees.  There is no registration for this. The fee is $2 per child.  The drama students will organize and run games and activities. We will need some adults present to help supervise.  A simple snack of animal crackers and juice is planned.

· Diana has various items that need to be put into gift baskets to be raffled at each show.

· Janet was unable to make the meeting, but sent an email stating that she will need help with Zink concessions, especially on Saturday, October 8th.
· We will also need donations of individually wrapped baked goods.

· It is a “Pep Rally” of sorts, to be put on by the Athletic Boosters, Music Boosters, Drama Boosters, and PTO.

· It is scheduled for November 5, 2011 from 8am-12pm.
· It will begin with a pancake breakfast in the fieldhouse.  Concurrently, there will be activities such as clinics and performances run by each of the organizations.
· All feeder schools and all clubs at Davidson will also be invited to have a display.
· We will need volunteers to help with this.  More information to follow.

· Davidson Drama Boosters will provide hot dogs.  The boosters at other schools will provide buns and other needed items.
