offered to contact the Rotary kids to assist.


-Flower Sale:  


-Carole Eidemiller is organizing the flower sale. She needs stem vials and 1 table for setup. 


-Tony and Diana offered to purchase needed items from the Flower Factory. 

-Concessions:  



-Jan would like to double the number of tables from 2 to 4 to be able to sell items easier and faster.


-An octagonal table will be needed for the STAR program.


-2 additional cash boxes will be needed bringing the total to 4.



-Jan will send an email around regarding musical donations for the raffle basket.


-Dinner:




-Sue Summers offered to chair this event.  It will have an old fashioned picnic theme.



-The menu will consist of Bob Evans brats (a $150 donation through Mr. Zacheis), coleslaw, cherry 



cobbler 
and other items to be donated by the cast and their families.



-Jan figured if additional needed items were purchased at GFS we could keep costs around $2.50.


-There was discussion about the final price for the dinner and if the tickets should be sold separately.



-Ticket order forms will be put on the website; tickets for dinner and the show will be around $8.



-A child and an adult prize will be given away at the dinner.

-Diana is working on leadership development with several sophomores. The students are meeting to write 


parodies to be played on the morning announcements and other potential ideas.
· Star Program:  

We have lots of keychain flashlights that need to be used since the batteries are close to dying.  After discussion 
the group decided to pass them out for free at the dinner and sell them for 25¢ at the concession table.

· General Audience Concern:

During the past two productions students have been talking, asking questions and doing A LOT of texting.  More 
audience education is needed to help students learn proper etiquette. Diana has spoken with Mr. Bandow and 
plans are underway to address this in the Freshman Focus Camp. Diana and Mr. Crawford will also put an insert 
in the program and new signage on the doors of the PAC. Jeff offered to help design the signs.

· Giggle Factory:

-Attendance averages between 100 and 500; flyers will go home on March 13th to all elementary students.

-Katie Daniels has written a script based on the book “The Giving Tree”.

-Nick Navaratnam will be directing the 3 Little Pigs.


-8th graders from Weaver will also be doing a routine.


-The performance will last about 45 minutes to an hour; afterwards there will be old fashioned carnival games.


-Tickets will be $1 per child; $3 per teen/adult; juice boxes, cookies, brownies, candy, etc. will be sold.
