-Thank you note from Bradley Theatre Boosters received for the $125 donation made to assist with start up costs of their program
-Diana discussed logistics of handling Scotland money, suggested line item for       Scotland fundraising.

-Thespian Conference busing will not be using booster funds this year, due to sharing busses with the other Hilliard High Schools.
-Drama storage:  Diana announced that storage would be in Mr. Crawford’s basement until other arrangements are made.  SSF is paid through December.

-Fly line “solid” quote is $4753.00 which needs to be included in the budget and should be replaced before the Spring musical.  Vote to be taken at next meeting.

· Concessions Report:  Sue Summers/ Sue Davis

-Candy is leftover from Big River, but will need to purchase soda for Stuart Little.

-Saturday September 19, 2009 is a District Theatre Picnic.  Theatre Club officers are providing hot dogs/buns/beverages, faculty is providing condiments.  Grade levels were assigned side dishes and desserts with the exception of the Freshman who are “guests”.  Plates, forks, napkins are individual’s responsibilities.

-Diana said that the Davidson Theatre students want to have their own social event which has been arranged for Friday night of Stuart Little.  Theatre kids get in the show for free and then will gather for food and Kareoke after the show.  She suggested that the Boosters provide funding of $50-$60 for the snacks because the picnic is no longer an expense for the boosters.
-It was suggested that both soda and juice boxes be available for purchase at the 2 matinee’s of Stuart Little.
· Marketing/Advertising:  Lori Von Doersten/Teri McPhillips

-Teri mentioned a future discussion on Musical ticket prices was needed

-Diana showed the “We’re mad for Plaid” handout used at Hilliard Fest
-Diana explained the coupon book that was passed out at Hilliard Fest with $1.00 off coupons for any of the Hilliard High School shows (except musicals)

-Diana explained the agreement among the Hilliard High Schools that allows students $3.00 entrance to any show (except musicals) when they show their club card and student ID.

· Update:  Stuart Little

-  Teri McPhillips has men’s ice skates that can be used. 

-  An “old fashioned” thermometer is needed.  Jill Burgason offered one for use.
-  9,000 coloring contest sheets were distributed to the elementary schools.
- Poster run is tomorrow after school.
-A scavenger hunt is to take place after the show and it was suggested that adults supervise this at various locations since it covers a large area of the first floor.  

- A suggestion was made that the parents be responsible for their own child during the hunt.

· Update:  Scotland

-Carol Eidemiller talked about the “Snuggies” that were purchased to resell: (buy one get one free:  80 total received for total cost of $718.)  Our cost, after the printing cost of $5.00, is $13.98.  Suggest selling pre-game $20/ at games $25
-Diana suggested circulating the flyer on the “Snuggies” to all Hilliard School staff since the logo is not school specific.

-Carol will look into getting permission to sell at games and at lunch

-A motion was made and approved to reimburse Carole for the purchase of the “snuggies” with the specification that any profit from the sale be restricted for use toward the Scotland trip.

-Scotland Fundraising that is in progress:  Rent-a-kid, Kroger registration of “plus” cards, Macy’s “Shop for a Cause”, Scotland Yard Sale (Nov.7th , 9-2pm in the commons), Murder Mystery (subject to approval:  Jan 9th), Display Ads in Programs (information available on the website), Giggle Factory amount over $500 goes to kids trips who are participants in the skits, Recycling 4 specific products at .02 cents per item (50 minimum) with no cost to redeem.
· Treasurer needed:  Peter Hersha is generously continuing his work, but a replacement is needed.  Attendees were asked to recruit for this position.

· Other:  Meeting dates were established for the remainder of the school year by motion which was approved.  Drama Boosters will meet the first Monday of each month with the exception of May when the meeting will be on the second Monday (May 10th, 2010).
